Section 3(c) of the Rules for Continuing Legal Education reads in
pertinent part, “an attorney admitted after July 1, 2002, shall attend and complete a
course in Professionalism sponsored jointly by the Commonwealth Supreme Court and
the CNMI Bar Association.”

Attorneys admitted to practice before the CNMI Bar since September 2002 were
to have complied with the CLE Professionalism requirement by May 15, 2003.

Due to difficulties in scheduling and delays in the acquisition of necessary
materials, the May 15, 2003 deadline did not provide ample time for newly admitted

attorneys to complete the CLE Professionalism course and must be extended.
